          1. Legislative Assembly (LA) Report

              a. We debated for 3 ½ hours about proposal from taskforce to change LA by eliminating 

                  180 member assembly, and create 16 member Board of Directors and 35 member 

                  Member’s Council. The motion to bring the proposal to the membership did not pass.
              b. A motion regarding supporting the role of communication in K-12 education passed.
              c. A motion regarding the emphasis on communication courses in general education 

                  curriculum passed.
              d. A motion passed that requires job ads or job search information disseminated via 

                  NCA to address domestic partner benefits (use one of five applicable options for 

                  addressing this topic). 
B.      Vice Chair Report: Lance Rintamaki
          1. 191 papers submitted with a 47.6% acceptance rate and 33 panels submitted and 

  50% were accepted.

          2. 70% of submissions were made in the last 15 hours before the deadline.
          3. 33 panels in total including pre-conference (pre-conference is biennial)

          4. Division was allotted 24 panels by NCA and nine panels were co-sponsored.

          5. Average of 28 people attended division panels with a range of four to 77 people 

              attending a panel.
