I. Call to Order

A.
Chair Hsieh called the meeting to order at 2:03 PM. 
B.
Chair Hsieh introduced the current officers: Wittenberg-Lyles, Gordon, Wong, Kam, and Glowacki. 

C. Chair Hsieh asked attendees to approve the 2015 business meeting minutes. They were approved. 

D. Chair Hsieh reminded attendees that if they are NCA members, they have access to all the NCA journals online. 

E. NCA has been developing teaching and learning resources, which members can find on the website (Tab: Learning and Teaching Resources). Members are encouraged to access those resources. 

F. NCA is creating a new website that will be released in December or January. NCA will offer a job report comparison for 2015 and previous years. 

G. No news on NCA’s search for an Executive Director. 

II. Officer Reports
A. Vice Chair Gordon summarized the Legislative Assembly meeting. There will be an increase in the number of issues of Journal of Applied Communication Research to 6 issues per year. LA attendees voted to recognize a new division, Economics, Communication, and Society. The division was approved. 
B. In 2017, NCA will be held at a smaller hotel than the Marriott Philadelphia, which can affect the number of panels allowed per unit. 
C. Vice Chair Gordon reviewed the paper submission/planning process for 2016. There were 273 paper submissions this year (259 paper submissions and 14 paper panel submissions). Vice Chair Gordon traded with the Nonverbal Division to transfer papers to the NV division, which allowed for presenting more papers in the Health Communication Division. The Health Communication Division co-sponsored panels with other divisions and offered high-density panels. In 2016, there were 96 reviewers. On average, each person reviewed 9-10 papers. Vice Chair Gordon created the reviewer pool by asking for volunteers and by contacting people individually. She made a concerted effort to assign papers to people with expertise in the area. The scoring was based on three 10-point scales for theory, method, and results. Vice Chair Gordon made no executive decision. She accepted paper based on their numerical standardized score. 
D. Vice Chair Elect Wong announced the 2016 elected officers. We have 1,013 registered members in the division—an increase from last year. There were 312 registered members who voted online. We had 3 candidates for Vice Chair Elect, and Dr. Jennifer Kam (UC Santa Barbara) was elected. There were 4 candidates for the Graduate Student Representative, and Sarah Parsloe (Ohio University) was elected. There were 5 candidates for the Secretary position, and Dr. Matthew Savage (University of Kentucky) was elected.

It cost $1,700 to rent the room and microphone. Matthew Savage will be the planner of the 2018 preconference. There were a total of 54 preconference attendees.
B. Kathryn Greene’s Response—asked if people have suggestions for what members can do to support the preconference. 

C. Kellie Carlyle’s Response—the Health Communication preconference is one of the largest ones. It’s financially beneficial to NCA to have the preconference as part of the conference. 
D. Elisia Cohen’s Response—the planner should request from the national office $2,000 to plan the pre-conference because the Health Communication Division has nearly 1,000 members who pay registration fees.  
VI. Announcements from the Floor

A. Kimberly Field-Springer (Berry College)–announced a documentary that she recently completed called, Alternative Route: Reimagining Healthcare between Doctors and their Communities. The documentary is based on her ethnography work on walking with doctors. 
B. Communication Studies—a call for paper proposals for a special issue: Replication Studies. Seeks quality replications on important findings involving communication. 

C. George Mason University—DCHC conference. Participants can submit papers through the website. Keynote speaker will be Marcus Engel. 
D. Olga Davis—Assistant Professor tenure-track position in Health Communication at Arizona State University, defined broadly: December 3rd deadline. 
E. Jake Jensen—hiring a one-year postdoc in health communication at the University of Utah. Postdoc will have a research fund and a travel fund with a possible 2nd-year renewal. 
F. Any member can post a job on the Health Communication Division Facebook page. Members do not have to contact Jake Jensen for permission. 
G. Kathryn Greene—can we consider offering a Health Communication Early Career Award? Chair Hsieh’s Response—yes, this is a great idea. Opened it up for discussion. Jake Jensen agreed that a Health Communication Early Career Award would be beneficial—can open up opportunities for other awards. 
H. Kathryn Greene —moved that the Health Communication Division committee create guidelines for the award, share it with members, and have members vote online via Qualtrics. 
I. Kellie Carlyle—postdoc position in race, culture, and health at Virginia Commonwealth University. In January, they anticipate making an announcement for a number of open-rank lines. 

J. Georgia State University—tenure track in PR and strategic communication. Deadline is December 1st. 

K. Northwestern University—open rank position in communication studies and working with the area of health.
